An intention to do something
> What are you going to do on Saturday? OR
What do you intend to do on Saturday?
> In the morning I am going to play tennis.
> I am going to study harder next year OR I
intend to study hard next year.

CONTINUQUS

Things we see or feel will definitely happen
> He's lost control, he’s going to crash!

To be GOING
TO do
something

Spontaneous decisions often to make an offer
> The doorbell rings “1 will answer the door”
> "I can’t hear the television.” = "I will turn it up for you”

Facts
> How old will you be next year?
» I will be 21 years old.

General future sentences
> I will be in Rome on Wednesday.
> We will need some more money soon

Uncertainty and predictions

> What do you think you will do on
Sunday?

> I will probably go to the mountains.
»  There will not be a third world war.
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
